Winter in the Vadey oftlw.s‘m

This is why we live here! Believe me, the trees, shrubs and plants share those
feelings. The oppressive heat and glaring sun have subsided for our so-called
“winter” season here in Phoenix. This is the perfect time of year for us to get
out in our gardens and yards and get things done without working up too much
of a sweat. First of all, it is the time of year that transplanting of trees and shrubs
can be accomplished with the highest rate of success. The plants recover from
the shock of being moved from one place to another with the help of the cooler
temperatures and the need for less moisture. Always be sure to keep transplants
moist for the week or so after being moved. The use of Vitamin B solutions also
aid in diminishing the effects of transplant shock.

* The night temperatures can get down there and many frost sensitive
plants (hibiscus, lantana, bougainvillea, etc.) will show the effects. I
choose not to do anything about it and just prune the frost damaged
areas back in the late winter. Most plants recover quite rapidly once

the warmer days of spring arrive. However, you can cover the frost

sensitive plants with burlap or protective cloth. Spraying them with
